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Alim Qasimov merges his own consummate musicianship with that of his daughter, Fargana, and the
accompanying ensemble in a performance of classical mugham. The concert will draw in part from the
repertoire of Azerbaijani ashigs—singer-songwriters whose songs portray, often with humor and irony, the
power of love and the pain of separation.
